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Casting Call 

Although it may seem way too early to put out a call for the traditional reading of the Passion Story, waiting 

until April’s newsletter may not allow enough recruiting time. The Congregation will again be reading the Passion 

Story according to the Gospel of Matthew during Worship Services on Palm Sunday, April 9th.  It is not acting, 

and no one will be in costume.  But having varied voices for the different roles adds dimension and depth to the 

story-telling experience.  So please consider, as part of your Lenten discipline, joining the small ensemble who will 

read individual characters’ words in the Gospel on that Sunday morning.   

 

There will be one brief coordinating/reviewing/reading rehearsal the Sunday before, April 2nd at about 10 am 

following the Sunday School’s opening session in the Sanctuary or the Narthex, dependent on which one is 

available, for those reading in the Contemporary Service and one immediately after the second service for those 

participating in the Traditional Service.  Rehearsal is not mandatory for participating, but advisable, if you’ve 

never participated in the Passion Story reading before.   

 

If you would like to volunteer for a particular character, please indicate your preference on the sign-up sheet on the 

main hallway bulletin board after mid-March.  Individual parts can be quite lengthy, such as the Narrator or 

Jesus, or very short, like the Servant’s statement.  Indicating whether you would be available to read the role at 

two services is helpful but would only be considered should no one sign up for a particular role.

Our Redeemer Child Care Center is doing well with a capacity of 96%.  The only other times it has reached this 

level was March, April, and May 2016.  The breakdown is as follows:  The Infant and Yearling rooms each have 34 

spots filled at—97% capacity; Toddler 1 with 42 spots—93% capacity; Toddler 2 has 43—96%; Pre-school has 82—

104%; and Pre-K 88—93% capacity.  New enrollments included a 4-day infant; 5-day pre-school and a 3-day pre-

school. 

 

Enrollments for the summer and fall sessions took place the last two weeks of January.  The summer session 

enrollment forecast is 80%, and the fall session enrollment forecast is 87%.  The only openings for either session at 

this point are in the pre-school and pre-K rooms.   

 

A new HP computer was purchased for Liz’s office which included a new version of QuickBooks software.
